
Instructions for use
Apply oil to the surface of the oilstone.

Rub the blade edge of the item to be 
sharpened back and forth along the stone 
at the angle required.

After sharpening, the blade may have a 
burr along its back edge. This is removed 
by turning the blade over and rubbing it 
sideways over the surface of the stone.

To avoid excessive wear to the stone, begin
sharpening on the medium side, this will 
remove material quickly, and continue on 
the fine side for final honing.

Use the Faithfull honing guide to achieve perfect cutting angles on all bevel edged 
wood chisels and plane irons from 3mm to 67mm.  Correctly honed blades will 
improve the performance and safety of the cutting tool and help provide a 
professional finish. 
Always handle sharp tools with care keeping the body and (particularly the 
hands) behind the blade to avoid accidents.
